Applying for Zero Waste Grant - Funding

General Information

The Tasman District Council’s Zero Waste Grant Fund is a contestable fund.

Applications to the fund are administered by Waste Education Services (WES), part of the Nelson Environment Centre, on behalf of Tasman District Council. The decision making process remains the sole responsibility of Tasman District Council, through the members of the Engineering Services Committee.
There will be one funding round per year for grants of more than $1000. Applications will be invited in March of each year.

All businesses wishing to apply for a zero waste grant must complete this form regardless of the amount of funding being requested.
Schools, ECEs and charitable community organisations requesting a grant in excess of $1000 must complete this form. Schools, ECEs and charitable community organisations requesting a grant of less than $1000 should complete an alternative form – please contact Waste Education Services for this form on 03 545 9176 or info@wes.org.nz  

The closing date for zero waste applications is clearly stated in the covering letter or email sent with this application. All applications must be received by 4.00 p.m. on the specified closing date – late applications will not be accepted.   

The Zero Waste Grant Fund is only open to organisations located in or working within the Tasman District community.   

Applications requesting funding for activities or equipment that do not have a direct impact on waste reduction or education in waste minimisation will not be considered.

Criteria for Zero Waste Grants
The following criteria will be used when considering applications in excess of $1000.
1. The extent to which the proposal will directly reduce waste to landfill (and the level to which this has been analysed and presented in the application).
2. The extent to which the proposal will indirectly reduce waste to landfill through the educational impact of the proposal on the wider community. 
3. The project’s value for money (that is the direct and indirect impact obtained for the cost of the proposal).
4. Consistency of the project with Tasman District Council’s Waste Management and Minimisation Plan.

5. Assessment of the Applicant’s:

· Track record and relevant experience 
· Resources 
· Management and technical skills

· Proposed methodology and business plan for the specific proposal

6. The long-term financial viability of the proposal, taking into account the management structures in place, business roak, and research undertaken prior to application.

7. The long-term potential of the proposal to grow. (By setting an example, being replicable by others, encouraging other spin-offs or acting as a stepping stone for new ideas).
8. The extent of other external financial contributions or commitments to the proposal.
9. Preservation of a competitive market for business activity in accordance with the general principles of the Commerce Act 1986.

10. The following conditions are included for funding applications and recipients:

i. Any approval for services must be subject to completion of a service agreement to the satisfaction of Council.

ii. All approved funding shall be payable only on receipt of an approved tax invoice for agreed goods and services. These must be received by Council within 3 months of the grant being awarded. 
iii. Funding recipients will be required to produce a written report to Tasman District Council within one year of receiving any grant, providing updates on the implementation and effectiveness of the project.

iv. Any Tasman District Council funding should be viewed as ‘seeding funds’ to assist with the start up costs of the proposal only. Tasman District Council makes no commitment to provide long term on-going financial assistance for a project or initiative.
